
Pick when fully coloured. Cut fruited canes to soil level. 
Leave non-fruiting canes (ie grown in current season) to 
fruit next year after overwintering

Water, mulch. Tie canes to horizontal wires. Train ‘fruiting’ 
and new ‘non-fruiting’ canes in opposite directions for ease 
of picking and pruning

Stakes, wire, twine, mulch

Autumn
