
Better Impact is the website where you will now log all of your volunteering 

hours.  This short guide will show you how to sign in for the first time, sing up 

to events and log your hours. Contact your coordinator for more support. 

1. In your internet search bar (shown below), type 

www.myvolunteerpage.com and press the Enter key to search.

2. This will load the page below. Enter your individual username and 

password as shown below. The password is case sensitive, so copy it over 

carefully. Then click on the dark grey ‘Login’ button. 



3. This is your homepage. It shows you how much volunteering you have 

done so far (below left). If you scroll down the page a little further, you 

will find a link to our online resources pages (below right). 

4. Although you can arrange 

your own talks and events, most 

volunteers sign up to events 

your coordinator has arranged.  

To see all the events available, 

choose ‘Opportunities’ (between 

the ‘Home’ and ‘Schedule’ tabs).

5. Scroll down the page to find the event you want to sign up to. 

When you have found it, click on the name of the event. 



7. Now let’s look at logging hours. Click on ‘Hours’ in the options across 

the top and you will see the screen below. Click in the dropdown menu 

indicated below and choose the kind of activity you wish to log hours for 

e.g. the name of the event your coordinator arranged or ‘Event 

attendance’,  ‘Admin/Prep’,  ‘Informal chat’ or ‘School support’. 

8. Then select the date you volunteered and how long in hours and 

minutes. You can add some comments if you wish, but this is optional. 

Finally, type in how many people you spoke to and don’t forget to click 

‘Save’ or ‘Save and Log Another’ if you have more to do. 

6. Scroll down to the bottom of the page where it says ‘DATE’ (see below). 

‘Openings’ shows how many volunteering places are available. 

Select the picture of a person beneath 'Who?' to see who else is going. 

Click the 'Sign Up' button to volunteer at this event.
